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Senate Advances Six Spending Bills

The U.S. Senate voted 63-35 to advance
$460 billion in spending bills to avoid a
government shutdown before a midnight
deadline. Senate Minority Leader Mitch
McConnell (R-Ky.) was one of 14
Republicans who voted in support of the
measure.

Senator Susan Collins (R-Maine) also
supported the bills, stating, “It would be
irresponsible for us not to clear these bills
and do the fundamental job that we have of
funding government. What is more
important?”

Senator Rand Paul (R-Ky.) voted against the bill, stating on X, “Today, the national debt is $34.5 trillion.
